THE PARKS DISTRICT

District’s Intent or Vision

Neighborhoods and business areas with a distinctive character that benefits from the District’s two major assets — Erwin Park and Laud Howell Parkway.
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The Parks District, anchored by Erwin Park, will feature natural and man-made venues for resident and visitor outdoor enthusiasts. Primarily residential,
there will be few commercial offerings and instead a comprehensive system of natural and recreational facilities co-located to capitalize on natural assets
such as flood plains and other waterways, and man-made resources such as municipal parks, tree stands and open space. In addition to the continuation
of regional trail systems for pedestrians and bicyclists, the district will have the potential to support other desired facilities for the public such as:
environmental demonstration projects (e.g., solar / photovoltaic / wind farm, soil conservation lake, community gardens), natatorium, and / or rodeo
facility. Unlike the Honey Creek and Tollway Commercial Districts which will be targets for commercial retail and entertainment venues, this area will
foster experiences with resource experimentation, restoration and preservation. Potential land uses that will benefit from the area's natural amenities and
potential recreational facilities will be largely residential and institutional (schools and other educational facilities), with a limited amount of support
commercial. Priority objectives and elements of a desired vision (which the type and character of development in this area will advance) include: quality
schools and educational opportunities, respect for natural features and topography, well-educated city, an environment that engages the youth, protections
for historic and natural landscapes, and maximized local resources.
