Purpose and Timing 
The ‘Community Wide Vision’ phase of this process is intended to engage McKinney leaders 
and stakeholders in discussion that leads to agreement on an overall vision of the desired 
McKinney community of 2040.  The input for this phase occurred from October 2015 through 
January 2016.

Input Opportunities 
During this phase, anyone interested in McKinney’s future had the opportunity to participate in 
four major ways: 

• Participation at a Community Charrette on October 24, 2015 
• Participation at a Community Workshop on January 21, 2016 
• Through online input 
• Additional presentations at events including McKinney’s State of the City session and 

meetings of local McKinney organizations 

The City Council and Planning and Zoning Commission received briefings and updates on the 
ONE McKinney 2040 process on October 5, 2015 (City Council), November 16, 2015 (City 
Council and Planning and Zoning Commission) and January 4, 2016 (City Council).  At each of 
these sessions, the staff and consultant team received feedback and direction from these 
McKinney leaders. 

The ONE McKinney 2040 Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee also provided valuable 
input during this phase of the process.  CPAC met on October 14, 2015 to review consultant 
team research and assist in preparations for the Community Charrette.  The City Council and 
CPAC met jointly on December 9, 2015 to review the results of the Charrette.  The Council and 
CPAC also participated jointly in a tour of the Dallas-Fort Worth region on January 8, 2016. 

  



 
 

Community Charrette 
The Charrette was held on Saturday, October 24, 2015 at the Collin College Higher Education 
Center.  It was an all-day community event, with multiple activities for participants.  
Approximately 105 individuals participated.  For the CommunityViz exercises, participants were 
grouped into 11 teams. 

All input from the Charrette is presented on the following pages.  It includes: 

• Keypad polling feedback from participants on several topics:

o Feedback on the desirability of CommunityViz scenarios developed by each of
