Initial Observations 
These keypad polling responses are only one of several sets of input received during this initial 

phase of the ONE McKinney 2040 process.  All input will be considered as the staff and 

consultants assess community priorities and areas for focus in the new Comprehensive Plan.  A 

few initial observations are presented below. 

 These results show diverse views about McKinney’s future.  The ONE McKinney 2040 
initiative should help this community to establish a shared vision and direction. 

 The responses from each of the four sessions reflect a different set of priorities for 
McKinney. 

o It seems reasonable that the views of City staff tend to focus more on issues for 
which the City has responsibility (such as infrastructure) and less on issues that 
are the responsibility of others (such as schools or small business development). 

o The two Community Summits reflect differing views of these issues, suggesting 
that the McKinney community includes individuals with a wide range of 
perspectives. 

o The Advisory Committee members’ responses indicate a greater emphasis on 
issues important to new development (infrastructure, the future of vacant lands, 
and schools) while the Community Summit participants reflect a higher concern 
about issues that maintain the character of McKinney’s existing community (such 
as keeping existing neighborhoods vital and retaining natural assets). 

 

All of these responses, along with the other input from these sessions, will be considered as the 

staff and consultant team continue their analysis of existing conditions and market trends.

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Online Input 
Web-based input for this ‘State of the City’ phase of ONE McKinney 2040 made it possible for 
anyone to provide their comments whenever they chose.  For this phase of work, two basic 
tools were used.  A questionnaire contained eight open-ended questions, so respondents could 
provide narrative comments in response.  A survey contained some open-ended questions as 
well as a series of multiple-choice questions, giving respondents the ability to provide quick 
ratings or feedback on a larger number of related topics.  The questionnaire and survey both 
included a set of demographic questions at the end, in order to gain an understanding of the 
respondents’ backgrounds and connections to McKinney.  Participants had the ability to provide 
contact information so they could receive information during the rest of the ONE McKinney 2040 
process. 

These tools were made available to respondents in three different ways.  First, both the survey 
and questionnaire were available on the ONE McKinney 2040 website.  Second, participants in 
the Community Summits on September 16 and 17, 2015 were able to take the survey on iPads 
at the summit sessions.  Third, a shorter survey (with only multiple-choice questions) was made 
available on iPads to attendees at Oktoberfest.
